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CHAPTER ONE:
The Bare Bones of HTML
This is the basis for all HTML documents.  The blue  text is text that must remain the way it is..  All other text in between should be customised to suit your files and data needs.

Let's begin:
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That's it!  You're on your way.

More about BODY 

This is what gives your page character.  These are the properties that told my page what color to use for the background, text, links, vlinks (visited links) and alinks (active links).
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Do You notice the color indicator are in a numeric value?  That isn't neccesary.  You coluld also put: <BODY BGCOLOR="black">
and it would give you the same effect.  The numeric values just give more choices.  Later, I will point you to a resource where you can get these values.

How about tiling an image instead of using a solid color?  No problem:
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Chapter Two:
Basic Tags
This page covers basic tags such as <CENTER> ,  <HR> ,  , <LI> , <UL> ,  <OL>,  <BLINK>, and &nbsp

What is a tag?

A tag is a command written between brackets.  Typicaly, you must have an opening and a closing tag to properly execute any command. However, there are exceptions to the rules.

<tag> command </tag>

This is a basic example.  <tag> opens the command, and </tag> closes it.  You will see the importance of closing many of these tags soon.

<CENTER>
This tag does exactly what you would expect.  At the beginning of any string of text you wish to be centered, use this tag.  You must also close the text with </CENTER>, as with most tags.  Try typing in between the tags like so:


This is what you will see:

Hello World!

<BR>

The  tag is a simple, yet very useful tag.  As a matter of fact it is usued on virtually all web pages.  It is a break tag.  No closing tag is required.  It will put a break in between your text lines like this:

text text text text text text text text text<BR>

text text text text text text text text text 

Of course, the  will not show in your document.

<HR>

<HR> Stands for Horizontal Rule.  It works very well as a seperator.  This tag does not require a </> closing tag.  

<P>

This tag is similar to , but puts a larger space between lines.  It doesn't need a closing tag.

<UL>

This tag is for un-numbered lists and is used in conjunction with the <LI> tag.

<BLINK>

This tag will cause your text that lays in between the opening and closing <BLINK> tags to blink.

&nbsp

No closing tags needed here.  This command will put spaces in a line of text to allow indentations or margins like so:

Have you noticed the text properties were in numeric value?  Later, I will point you to a resource where you can find the values of the hexidecimal (numeric) code.  Using hex gives you greater variation control over your colors, but you could keep it simple like this:

<FONT COLOR=”blue”> and get the same results with less colors.

Chapter Four:
Downloading Images and Backgrounds
Thievery!  That's what this page is about, how to steal pictures and backgrounds for your own site.  (Netscape)
Images

1)  Right click on the picture you want.

2)  A menu will pop up, click "save image as", change the image name if you wish and hit save.  

3)  The image now is downloaded onto your drive.

Backgrounds

This one is a little bit more complicated, but not much.  

1)  Find an image you want.

2)  In the top of your browser there should be an option that says, "View ", click on it.

3)  Move down to "View Document Source" and click.

4)  Another window with the document source (HTML Code) will pop up, look into the Body tag.

5)  A .gif or .jpg file should be listed in BODY BACKGROUND.  Write down the name and close the window.

6)  In the regular page, in the URL window, backspace over the last file name (IE: index.htm) and typr in the .gif or .jpg image name.  Hit enter, and it should show.

7)  Follow the Image saving directions above.

Chapter Five:
Links
This page covers links.

Now we are starting the fun stuff.  Let's say you have a page about building custom bed​room furniture.  You may want to tip your readers into other directions such as hardware stores, other builder pages, etc.  You'll need links.  Links are clickable lines of text tradi​tionaly underlined and sometimes in a differing shade of text to represent them.

Keeping our furniture builder in mind, let's say she want's to link to a furniture store she has some of her work displayed in.

We always start with <A HREF>.  Inside the parenthesis is where we would put our URL.  Between the opening and closing tags we would have the text we want visable and ready to be clicked on.  You can also use images.  We will cover that later.  To demonstrate, your link would look like this:

View some of my pieces!
(This link is not clickable)

Anchors

Anchors are often used when you have a long page with different topics, or very long lists that can be broken up. They are similar to links, the only difference being the target is on the same page as you're currently viewing.  You can use these also to take a reader back to the top of your page.

First you start like this:


You have to use a # sign right before the name you give your anchor.  This will be the clickable text.

Now, you need your target.  The target tag looks like this:


For your target, use only a small amount of text in between the tags.

Mailto

This tag is very  usefull.  It enables a reader to click on a link, text or image and send you email.  Here are the bones.

Here is my email address as an example.

Dakini@concentric.net
You don't have to use your email address as the clickable text you could use:

Tonya Bourgeois
Mail Me
Techno Wench
Etc, etc, you get the point.  I'll also show you how to do this with images later on.

Chapter Six:
Images
Images
This is probably the greatest part of HTML, the images that personalize your page.  This is really a multi dynamic part of web design, so I will start with the most basic part of it.


There it is, the gold that makes your page shine.

There are different file types for pictures, for the web we use .gif and .jpg.  All others are too large, and typically .gif is the smaller of the acceptable two.  One thing to keep in mind is to keep your images small in size (around 20K), otherwise a viewer will stop the loading or even leave your page.  Statistics say you have 18 seconds to hook the average user.  Use that time wisely.

Now we're moving up!

This is an addition to your image tag.  It will start to load your picture, but it will also load your text.  Again, if pictures take too long to load people will leave.  If you put these addi​tional references inside your image tag it could gain you some visits.

All it requres is you measuring the pixel height and width, wich you can do in nearly any image editor.


Another optional reference is the ALT command.  When you hold your cursor over your picture, the ALT text apprears.

This is useful for browsers that can't view pictures

Chapter Eight:
Forms
Forms are extremely useful in many ways.  They could be used for bug reports, applica​tions, feedback, mail, and many other things.  These are the primary tags.


Evereything your form consists of resides in between the above tags.

Here is how to create the guts of a form.

You can name the box in the NAME  refernce anything you like, if it is a visitors response form you could try "visitor" of course.  Also, the size is customizable.





Chapter Nine:
Tables
The first thing to remember when creating tables is that you are dealing with columns and rows. tables are typicaly used for graph type purposes, similar to spreadsheets.

The opening tag is:

You may choose to have a border around your table like the one above, you may choose a thicker border, or even none at all.  The way to customize borders is in the first line.

Chapter Ten
Frames
Frames are not as intimidating as they look, likewise they are not the evil they are made out to be.  You may have heard negitive input regarding frames, but that is usually because they are improperly written, therefore they confuse the reader and make viewing the page sometimes impossible.

Like tables, you have to think of frames in terms of collumns and rows.  Let's start with a simple 50/50 split of your browser screen.

To create a split screen, you actually need three seperate HTML files.  

The first, we will call one,  the second we will call two and the third we will call A
one.htm would contain what you want on the left column.  two.htm contains all that you want on the right collumn.  A.htm would have this code so that both are displayed together:


Now, some fancier moves and options.

Lets say you want your menu to appear on the left side of the screen (using about 20% of the screen, and you'de like the right side to contain the regular HTML file:

* Very Important-If you want your main document (the right frame in this case) to be the target of what is displayed when you click on a menu item, you must do this:

In your link (on the menu page) You must set it up as follws:

To open a new browser to view a page, use this code:
Three frames
Let's say you want to have a top frame for your banner, a side frame for your menu and the rest dedicated to the literature and picture content of your page.  Here are the basics on how to do that.


Moving on...
Some options to play with:

NORESIZE - (No re-size)  If you include this option, your frames will not be resizable by viewers.

SCROLLING - Yes or no.  Do you want viewers to be able to scroll up and down that frame?  If it is a short menu, NO would be fine, but if it is the main frame, you should say YES.

BORDER COLOR - Just as it says, if you have a FRAMEBORDER, then you could color correspond your borders to a nice contrasting color.

FRAMEBORDER - (Yes or no).  Do you want a border around your frame?  Try a number between 0-5.  Experiement and see what you like.



This tutorial is set up to learn by example.  I didn’t take a lot of time explaining how and why things work, I just developed a cheat sheet so that you could implement this directly, and perhaps learn by doing.  There are pieces of code you can cut and paste into your own HTML, just remember to change the file names where neccesary. �
